Acceptable Use Policy

Network Etiquette. You are expected to abide by the generally accepted rules of network etiquette. These include, but are not limited to, the following:

• Be polite.  See the PCA Honor Code for a complete definition. 
• Access and save only information that is appropriate.
• Follow all copyright and public laws.
• Use technology in a way that will not damage it.
• Do not change or corrupt the basic set-up parameters, control panels, or administrative programs of the computers.  
• Do not save or load any software on the network or local hard drives without permission. 
• Save files only on personal flash drives, not on the school network or hard drives.  
• Do not reveal your personal address or phone number, or those of students or colleagues.
• Games related to coursework are the only ones allowed to be played on school computers.
• No frivolous e-mailing or participating in instant messaging without authorization from a teacher.  (Note that e-mail is not guaranteed to be private.)
• Use resources efficiently. (ex. printing and bandwidth)
