· Special classes will be music, art, Latin and library. 
· Bible readings come from the Gospels, as fifth grade covers the life of Christ
· Bible memory verses focus on truth, love, and wisdom.
· History units include the Age of Exploration, Native Americans, Colonial America, America's War for Independence, and the foundations of our U.S. government. 
· Science units include characteristics of all living things, plants & animals, and Human Body Systems 
· Literature units include The Magician’s Nephew, The Witch of Blackbird Pond, and Johnny Tremain. Students also have book clubs reading various titles during the fourth quarter. 
· Teacher read-aloud book is Where the Red Fern Grows 
· Poets studied are Ralph Waldo Emerson, Henry Wadsworth Longfellow, Walt Whitman, John Greenleaf Whittier, Emily Dickinson, Robert Frost, Carl Sandburg, Edna St. Vincent Millay, and Langston Hughes.
· Language Arts skills learned are classifying five sentence patterns using the eight parts of speech in conjunction with Bob Jones University and Daily Oral Language revising and editing practice.
· Write clear and concise paragraphs and utilize the 3-point essay
· Learn basic outlining and note-taking skills 
· Math skills are found in Saxon 6/5 
· Exciting field trips may include Old Stone Fort Park, Cheekwood, a play at TPAC, and Oaklands Mansion
