· Children learn through “play” & our daily activities consist of stories, art & music experiences, building relationships and exploring God’s world.
· Skill building through hands-on learning and a themed-based curriculum with age appropriate activities, all taught through the lens of Scripture. Examples of Saxon Early Learning Thematic Units: Our Families, Friends, Community, Five Senses, Feelings, Plants, Animals, Insects, Personal Safety, and Transportation
· Our classical approach to education is evident in our bible curriculum, where children commit to memory a specific character trait of God for each of the 26 letters of the alphabet using the ABCs of Praise Bible Curriculum
· Bible verse memorization for everyday application: Psalm 139:14, Ephesians 4:32, Luke 2:11, 2 Corinthians 5:17, Matthew 22:37, Philippians 2:14, Isaiah 40:8, Exodus 23:2a.
· Small class size- limit 12 children with certified early childhood teachers
· Special area experiences each week: music, library, and gym 
· Attend weekly school-wide chapel services
· Age-appropriate, private playground area
· Special events...Field Day, Spirit Week, Grandparent's Day, Bike Day and Thanksgiving, Christmas, & Spring Programs
· Friday Friends…weekly guest speakers from community, parent volunteers, school leaders, & PCA students
